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The Kishwaukee Valley Art League originated in 1972. Our purpose
is to encourage the practice and appreciation of the arts in all
media, and to provide art education opportunities for the citizens
of the community.

Our membership has grown to
include a wide variety of talented artists in all media from amateur
to professional.
